18 There they nailed Jesus to the cross. Two other men were crucified with Him. 
One was on each side of Him. Jesus was in the middle.
28 Later, Jesus knew that everything had now been finished. He also knew that 
what Scripture said must come true. So He said, “I am thirsty.” 
30 After Jesus drank He said, “It is finished.” Then He bowed His head and died.
